STUDENT LIFE

In 2000, more than 7500 students were registered TEC’s programs.  Women make up one fourth of the student body. TEC has set out to be an institution where quality is valued over quantity, independent of the socioeconomic means of candidates.

Student Life and Academic Services programs have been designed to ensure the integration, well being and development of students.  These programs combine a formula of training, counseling and assistance services, which encourage responsibility and which instill a humanistic perspective of the roles that students will have as future professionals in the field of technology.  

Admission

Students interested in starting their university studies at TEC must pass an admissions exam.  The result obtained in this test and high school (4th cycle) grades form a rating to determine admittance.  Annually the Department of Admissions and Registrar communicate the dates by which admissions applications must be completed and the dates of the admission exam.  

In order to enter the Licenciate and Masters programs, candidates must have previously obtained a university degree.  Students from other countries must fulfill the same requirements and present authenticated documents from their home countries. 

Cultural Activities and Sports


The Department of Culture and Sports organizes diverse sporting, artistic and social action activities which contribute to the academic and humanistic development of the student as well as a healthy use of free time. Their dance, music, theater and arts groups and volleyball, basketball, cycling, soccer, swimming, softball, ping pong, track and field, chess and handball teams represent the Institute in first-class festivals and tournaments. 

The Library System


The Library System in the three campus offers students, professors and the general public and extensive collection of books and periodicals.  Reading rooms for individual and group study, interlibrary loans, computerized searches and access to automated databases make the TEC library services very valuable resources for academic and student development.
